The Ba Zi, or Eight Characters is otherwise known as Four Pillars Astrology and is primarily
concerned with the balance of the 5 Elements in an individual, and how it changes with
the influence of time. It is based on the Year, Month, Day and Hour of an individual's birth
and even takes into consideration local climatic conditions. Analysis of the Ba Zi can reveal
information about a person's character and health, as well as their natural affinity for
money, marriage and career (including what type of career). Having determined the
balance of elements for an individual, it can be improved by consideration of clothing
colours, diet and Feng Shui. The material presented will provide a strong foundation for
studying Chinese astrology at a more advanced level, and also provides knowledge which
is essential for the study of Feng Shui, such as understanding of the stems and branches,
their clashes and combinations, and also the twelve palaces.

3 Sam Hap Double Mountain Methods

Also known as Water Dragon methods, these
techniques show you how to assess the flow of
energy coming towards and circulating a property
and how to grab the good chi and avoid the bad.
